	Les Marshall (GLOBALFOUNDRIES) commented that the Regulations does not cover business case evaluation which is why the Manufacturing Technology Forum (MTF) was formed to address such matters.  He added that Standards are technically driven and there is not much considering on business case.
Lance Rist (ISMI) asked whether the adjudication of this negative was controversial during task force discussions.  Doug Rust (Cimetrix) responded that those who rejected the ballot believe that the standard should not be changed at all.  However, the technical changes presented in the ballot are valid proposals.
Jack Ghiselli (Ghiselli Consulting) asked whether the MTF has been disbanded.  Les Marshall confirmed that the MTF has been disbanded because its recommendations, which were a balance between technical and business case, had “no teeth” (i.e., unenforceable).  Hence, he would like to bring this issue up to the NARSC for feedback.

Even the proposal would like to add the exceptional case, the principle should not be removed.

And, there is no reason in the ballot for the removal of the automated transfers limitation in MANUAL mode.
