	E95 provides just a kind of guideline for the human interface for the semiconductor manufacturing equipment. But the title of the standard is 'Specification' not 'guideline'.

It might give us a misunderstanding that it is a strict specification. I think that the title should be changed to 'Guideline'.
Committee Discussion:

Lance Rist (RistTex) asked Wontae Kim (IT Innovation) [both present at the committee meeting] for clarification as to why he considers SEMI E95 as “just a kind of guideline.” Wontae Kim explained that software developers have to “fix” the specification since new and improved interfaces now exist. In other words, the document is no longer treated as a requirement now that newer software tools exist. Wontae Kim pointed out, however, that despite the current situation, he was not necessarily suggesting to change E95 from a Specification to a Guide.

The NA I&C Committee recognized that there is no task force (within the committee) to take on the extensive effort to revise SEMI E95; therefore, the committee decided to fail and discontinue the reapproval ballot and allow SEMI E95 to go into Inactive status.
